“So far, so good,” Principal Susan Szachowicz said of the new system.
“It’s great because it gives everyone a name tag, but it’s not a guarantee against anything.”

Staff and students are trained to not let in anyone through a side door, and staff and teachers can easily identify anyone not
wearing a visitor badge.

Mills said another benefit for the visitors is that in the case of a fire or other emergency the LobbyGuard system keeps a list
of every visitor in the building that is viewable online.

“We can literally print a list off-site of everyone who’s here,” he said, which could make the difference between telling the
firefighters to go into the building to rescue someone, versus being able to tell them the building is empty.

Just over a month into using the machine, Mills said he’s liked what he’s seen.
“We're trying to find areasonable balance between the safety of the students and making it feel like a prison here,” he said.

Mills has also secured a federal grant to improve school safety, including money for education and training for students
and staff, improved lighting and surveillance, new locks and an expansion of the LobbyGuard or a similar access-monitoring
system.
